OBJECTIVES:

1. To understand and demonstrate the connection between vocal skills and visual skills.

2. To understand and demonstrate that showmanship as well as all the other categories is more than choreography moves and to experience physical energy and its affect on the voice.

3. To observe the effect of confidence, poise, and command of the stage on the total performance.

Lift


Exercises:

a. Lift the face and cheeks.  Lower the palette inside.  What happens?

b. Lift the palette, lower your face. What happens?

c. Vocalize with face low and unanimated.  Listen to the sound.

d. Vocalize with the face lifted.  Listen how the sound changes.

Drama within the delivery of the song and its affect on the voice

Exercises:

a. Sing with anger – sounds “muscled”
b. Sing with trepidation/fear  - sounds airy and unsupported/shaky
c. Sing with pride – sounds supported and lifted

d. Sing with jubilation – sounds lifted, supported and full of resonance.
e. Sing a sad message with the same lift.

The Showmanship Category – overhead


Key to this category is ENERGY!  

a. Add energy to the face but not the body
b. Add energy to the body but not the face (hard to do!)

c. Observe energy everywhere.  How does it affect the singing?
