Your repertoire.

What kind of music does your quartet like?

What kind of music does your audience like?

Different kinds of gigs.
Weddings, corporate events, christmas parties etc.

The dynamics of your performance.
Uptunes vs ballads
Humour vs seriousness
Modern vs classics
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Find characters / themes.

Use your imagination to find unique characters or themes.
Change the lyrics and / or find songs that fit your character.
Use your character to give your audience variation.
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Present your quartet.

Business cards, broschure, website, newsletter, happenings etc.

Think of your target group. What is interesting for them?

Be simple and clear.

Let your image shine through everything.

Present your quartet more as you would like to be,
rather than what you are right now.

Don't be modest – sell yourselves!
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Business cards.
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Web site.
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Happenings.

Don't wait to perform until you're "better".
Use every opportunity to expose your quartet. Sing everywhere!
Always say YES to a gig.
Have the guts to ask for payment.
Give suggestions of gig-packages.
Socializing and networking.
Leave business cards (if it's ok with your client).
Keep in touch with your client.
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Make a documentation of your performances.

Take pictures and write about your experiences.
That gives your clients ideas of how you can fit
in to their event.

What does the audience say about you?
Write it down, and use your clients as
references.

Ask your clients for permission to publish
pictures of them on your web site.
Let them be a part if they like.

Expose yourselves!
