What happens if…..

• They don’t sing the right notes
• They don’t sing the right words
• Someone is constantly scooping
• Someone is not blending with the others (voice 

is spoiling the section blend)
• Members of the section are frequently away
• They don’t pass their tape evaluations
• They aren’t self-reliant and need support
• Others?
